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Section 3 [30 marks]

on its relevance, accuracy and the variety of vocabulary and structures used. Make sure that what 

you write is fully relevant to the specific task and NOT a pre-learnt essay. Please write on 

alternate lines. It is important that you cover all of the tasks in the question.

Tell me all about your new town, the advantages 

and the disadvantages. You have just spent your first weekend in your new 

town, tell me all about what you did, where you went and why.

OR  2) Imagine that you have just spent two weeks in a school in France whilst staying 

with your pen pal. Tell me all about the school and what you thought of it. Talk 

about the differences between that school and your own. Tell me about your 

pen pal’s family and the things that you all did while you stayed with them. 

Explain what your plans are for when your pen pal returns to visit you next 

year.
